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Staplehurst Parish Council and the Borough Ward cover exactly the same area and I am 
honoured to have been elected to Staplehurst Parish Council as well as being one of the 
two Councillors elected to represent Staplehurst at Maidstone Borough Council. 
 
I have an honours degree in Classics and an MBA from one of the UK’s leading business 
schools; and I am a Chartered Certified Accountant. I have extensive experience in the 
private sector and in government organisations. I have represented the UK at United 
Nations Committees and Panels and in Europe at the European Commission and other 
European Institutions.   As Vice–Chairman I am an ex-officio member of all committees and 
groups but, I take a particular interest in the Finance and Strategy Group where I can 
make good use of my experience.  I also liaise with our Internal Auditor to ensure we are 
meeting our audit requirements and we have maintained our internal controls. I was also 
actively involved in developing our Neighbourhood Plan and challenged the housing 
targets adopted by Maidstone Borough Council.
